Background Information for Submissions

The UN General Assembly set forth the framework for resolving the Palestinian refugee case in UN Resolution 194 (III) which provides only two solutions: repatriation for those refugees "wishing to return to their homes and live in peace with their neighbors," or compensation for those choosing not to return

According to international law, refugees have the right to return to their homes of origin, receive real property restitution, and compensation for losses and damages.

Of the 3.8 million refugees registered with the United Nations Relief and Works Agency (UNRWA), 33% live inside UNRWA's 59 refugee camps throughout the West Bank and Gaza Strip, Jordan, Syria and Lebanon.

Israel continues to reject UN Resolution 194 as a basis for discussion in final-status negotiations, saying that the 'right of return' is incompatible with Israel's right of self-determination.

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Here are refugees barricaded from their homes.

In November 1947, the United Nations General Assembly passed Resolution 181, endorsing the partition of Palestine. War ensued and resulted in the imposition of  the colonial state of Israel on 77% of the total area of historic Palestine. Over 750,000 Palestinians were displaced and dispossessed from their homes and land, creating what has become the largest refugee population in the world. Palestinian facilities and private properties such as schools, hospitals, houses and lands confiscated by the Israeli government as “state property” since 1948 have been allocated for use by Jews only. New Jewish only settlements/colonies throughout Palestine (present-day Israel, the West Bank and Gaza Strip) are built on the remains of destroyed Palestinian villages and on land which belongs to Palestinians.
